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From Challenges to Development: Thai EFL Secondary School
Teachers’ Perspectives on Vocabulary Instruction
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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the challenges in English vocabulary instruction, the factors
influencing teacher confidence, and the professional development needs based on the perspectives of Thai
secondary school English teachers. Data were collected through a questionnaire administered to 70
secondary school English teachers across Thailand. The findings revealed that the major instructional
challenges included students’ inability to use vocabulary in real-life contexts, their lack of interest, time
constraints, and students’ limited foundational skills such as remembering meanings, using vocabulary in
context, accurate pronunciation, and understanding collocations and appropriate usage. Key factors
contributing to teacher confidence were linguistic and lexical knowledge and prior training experiences.
Regarding professional development, teachers expressed strong interest in practical workshops and
participation in professional learning communities. They emphasized the need for hands-on training

activities that could be directly applied in classroom settings. Teachers also highlighted the importance of
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varied instructional techniques, teacher development programs, supplementary teaching materials, and
adequate classroom time. The study underscores the importance of supporting teachers both through
content knowledge and collaborative networks to enhance the overall quality of vocabulary instruction in

secondary English classrooms.

Abstract

This research was study about the behavior and motivations, as well as to compare the religious
tourism motivations of Thai tourists visiting Brahmin-Hindu temples and Chinese shrines in Bangkok. The
researcher used questionnaires to collect data from a sample of 400 Thai tourists, comprising 200 visitors
to Brahmin-Hindu temples and 200 visitors to Chinese shrines. The data were analyzed using statistical
software. The findings revealed that the majority of tourists in both groups traveled with friends, spent less
than 500 baht, and received information from social media. Most visitors to Brahmin-Hindu temples traveled

on weekdays, primarily for tourism and to seek blessings related to love. In contrast, most visitors to Chinese

shrines traveled on weekends, mainly for tourism and to seek blessings related to work. Regarding religious
tourism motivations, the overall motivation level of Thai tourists visiting Brahmin-Hindu temples was found
to be at the highest level (X = 4.21), especially in terms of status and reputation, physical aspects, and
cultural aspects. Only the interpersonal aspect was found to be at a high level. Meanwhile, for visitors to
Chinese shrines, the overall religious tourism motivation and all aspects—status and reputation, physical
aspects, cultural aspects, and interpersonal aspects—were found to be at a high level (X = 4.05).
A comparison of the religious tourism motivations between the two types of sites—Brahmin-Hindu temples

and Chinese shrines—the results showed a statistically significant difference at the 0.05 level.

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Abstract

This research aims to explore the tourism components of the Nang Loeng community and to
develop a comprehensive community tourism map. Employing a qualitative research approach, data was
collected through non-participant observation from March to May in 2025, geo-social mapping, and semi-
structured interviews with 20 purposively selected key informants. These informants included local citizens,
community leaders, food and cultural entrepreneurs, non-profit organizations, and tourists. The data were
triangulated to ensure qualitative reliability and were analyzed through interpretation and synthesis, then

develop the tourism map. The study revealed that although Nang Loeng possesses rich tourism resources,
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particularly in gastronomy and cultural heritage, it lacks an up-to-date, comprehensive, and well-integrated
tourism map. This shortcoming has hindered tourists from fully accessing the various attractions within the
community. As a result, the researchers developed two types of tourism maps: a gastronomy map and a
cultural heritage map, both presented in image file formats and QR Code. This research is prepared to
propose further avenues for future advancement, such as producing printed brochures or digital maps to
accommodate diverse tourists and supporting the sustainable preservation of community identity. These
maps serve as a communication tool to promote tourism, enhance the local economy, distribute income

within the community, and raise awareness of the value of local cultural resources tangibly and sustainably.

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Abstract

Anthropomorphism is a literary technique of applying human characteristics to animals or objects.
In children’s literature, it is a prevalent literary device, which is often employed to convey abstruse
messages such as the concepts of love and societal issues. Though previous studies have investigated
anthropomorphism in children’s literature, they have focused solely on either love or society rather than
on both as interrelated subjects. The present study bridges this gap by investigating how anthropomorphism
in children’s literature establishes comprehension about concepts of love in connection with social and
psychological adversities, and how this results in the process in which coping strategies are implicitly offered
to the novels’ young readers. A close textual analysis is an approach for analyzing three selected American
anthropomorphic novels that illustrate three kinds of love in relation to resilience development which are
examined by thematic order that are self-love in The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane (2006), love
and friendships in Charlotte’s Web (1952), and love for nature in Wishtree (2017). The study can be
concluded that anthropomorphism in children’s novels can portray both superficial and symbolic meanings,
enhance young readers’ perceptions of the novels ‘messages about love, death, and loss, and create
emotional distance, which helps mitigate violence concerning harsh situations presented in the texts. The
findings of the study shows that the employment of anthropomorphized characters in the three selected
novels enhances the communication about messages pertinent to love in relation to the cultivation of

resilience in the backdrops of social and psychological adversities to readers.

Introduction

Anthropomorphism is frequently employed in literature for children to convey abstruse ideas and
aid children in apprehending complications of their surroundings (Burke & Copenhaver, 2004).
Anthropomorphic characters soften the challenging matters in children’s literature, such as death, violence,
and betrayal (Adhuze, 2022). Comespondingly, Aesop, a type of children’s literature, uses anthropomorphism to give
moral instructions and present complex life obstacles. However, as time has passed, children’s literature
digressed from moral lessons to love cultivation (MacLeod, 1992). For instance, the themes of self-love and
self-acceptance are embodied in Hans Cristian Anderson’s The Ugly Duckling (1843), love for friends in
Winnie-the-Pooh by A.A. Milne (1926), and love for nature in Beatrix Potter’s The Tale of Squirrel Nutkin
(1903) and Kenneth Grahame’s The Wind in the Willows (1908). These themes, to some extent, deepen
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viewpoints toward social diversity and external controversial issues, which influence individuals and society
(Adhuze, 2022). This suggests that children’s literature not only illustrates forms of love to children but also
offers challenging issues that might cause social and psychological adversity to them. However, the severity
of these aspects is alleviated when anthropomorphism is utilized (Smit & Smith, 2023). Between the 1960s
and 70s when the African American civil rights and Women’s movements occurred, the former focus of
children’s literature was changed from teaching morals to offering lessons about love and this positively
affected children’s lives (Campbell, n.d.). Furthermore, society progressed and was more aware of the
emotional needs of children, whether it is empathy, support, or love (Sattorova, 2021).

Campbell’s and Sattorova’s research show that children’s literature with the theme of love came
into light in the late 20th century. It appeared that the trend resulted in publications of American children’s
literature emphasizing different kinds of love that are self-love, love and friendships, and love for nature.
The theme of self-love is demonstrated in Don Freeman’s Corduroy (1968), Kate DiCamillo’s The Miraculous
Journey of Edward Tulane (2006), while the theme of love and friendships is illustrated in E.B. White’s
Charlotte’s Web (1952) and The Trumpet of the Swan (1970). Compared with the two kinds of love, the
novel discussing about love for nature is found only in Katherine Applegate’s Wishtree (2017). Among these
novels, Charlotte’s Web (1952), The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane (2006), and Wishtree (2017) were
selected as they illuminate the stories of the anthropomorphic protagonists who experience love and losses
and develop resilience within themselves. Moreover, the selected novels deploy characters to foreground
the themes of love in relation to intricacies of society, and psychological adversity and to demonstrate how
these issues are interconnected.

With anthropomorphism, these novels create a powerful impact on children as they illustrate the
convolution of society, which is intricate and alien to children. Furthermore, as mentioned above, when
facing intense negative emotions such as death and grief, anthropomorphism creates emotional distance
between the children and the animal “which protects children’s dignity as it allows the animal-characters’
emotions to be discussed rather than the child’s” (Burke & Copenhaver, 2004). Psychologically speaking,
the management of children’s negative emotions has been conducted by a number of researchers. Experts
on children’s psychology admitted that though stress is repulsive, they have agreed on a shared point by
stating that stress or psychological adversity is “a survival tool,” (Ginsburg, 2011, p. 16-17). Likewise, critics
researching on the association of children literature and children’s process of growing-up have concurred
that life hurdles can assist children to have more mature attitudes. Unfortunately, the study on both love
and one’s adversities have not been witnessed thus far, and doubtless, existing research on these topics in
relation to resilience is overlooked. Therefore, instead of concentrating solely on the representations of
love in relation to humanity and morality in children’s literature, this research attempts to explore the
effect of anthropomorphism on children and its interplay between conceptual ideas about love, societal
issues, and ideas about resilience by analyzing three selected novels. Therefore, this study argues that the

employment of anthropomorphized nonhuman characters in children’s literature encourages children to
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have profound comprehension of the topics about self-love, love and friendships, and love for nature
against backdrops of social and life complexity, and with this process, the anthropomorphic novels become

guidance for children to identify coping strategies and build resilience within themselves.’

Literature Review

The employment of anthropomorphism was first introduced in the 6th century BC by Xenophanes,
a Greek philosopher (Epley et al., 2007). During the 18" century, anthropomorphism appeared to be used
in children’s literature to present themes about morality through Aesop’s fables (Sattorova, 2021). It was
not around the 20th century that this concept was applied to convey the theme of love (Youvan, 2024),
and gradually, anthropomorphism was expanded to depict social conditions as well (Sattorova, 2021). On
the one hand, literature before the 20th century focused on the themes of unity and perseverance, but
thanks to globalization and modernization in the 20th century, the focus was shifted to ideas about love,
especially familial love and bonds (Youvan, 2024). On the other hand, literature was also used to “reflect
or reinforce politics and cultures of its time” by addressing societal issues such as gender roles and civil
rights (Mickenberg, 2006, as cited in Turyalay et al., 2024). Evidently, these two subjects have been studied
separately. Therefore, in the following paragraphs, the progression of anthropomorphism, the benefits of its
utilization, and the significance of instilling love in children—which contributes to resilience—will be
examined to underline the research gap, and to indicate the importance of studying love in contexts of
complex society in children’s literature.

Anthropomorphism is commonly used to convey both superficial and symbolic meanings, and it
has been prevalent in children’s literature. Starting with the background of anthropomorphic concepts,
during the 18th century, Rationalism was a pivotal literary movement, representing reason, sobriety, and
logic. Children’s literature was one of the literary works affected by this movement (MacLeod, 1992). At the
time, it focused on morality, rationality, and imperfection; the content and form hardly changed throughout
the period (MacLeod, 1992). However, the shift occurred during another literary movement in the 19th
century—Romanticism. This change shifted the focus of children’s literature from “rational, sober, and
imperfect” to “innocent, charming, and perfect” (MacLeod, 1992). Additionally, in the 20th century,
children’s literature was viewed as a new approach to childhood due to its ability to enrich children
(Sattorova, 2021).

The technique has been applied in literature to serve various purposes, for example, entertaining
readers, reflecting society, and creating emotional distance. Anthropomorphism entertains readers by
creating a fantasy world and stimulating readers’ imagination (Markowsky, 1975; Soni, 2024). This literary

technique captivates readers by offering a sense of wonder and provides humor through exaggerated

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human-like behavior, making the narrative light and engaging (Markowsky, 1975). Anthropomorphism reflects
society by mirroring human behaviors and social structures in both positive and negative lights. Moreover,
it illustrates stereotypes and dominant cultural norms by presenting human-like qualities in ways that
perpetuate societal biases such as gender or race (Hyry et al,, 2021). Lastly, it also creates emotional
distance when addressing difficult topics, allowing readers to engage in matters such as death and grief in
a less threatening way (Burke & Copenhaver, 2004). This emotional distance enables children to process
these topics without feeling targeted or overwhelmed (Smit & Smith, 2023). Thus, it can be said that
anthropomorphism entertains children with humor and vivid imagination, while reflecting societal values
by mirroring human behaviors and social structures and creates emotional distance to make challenging
topics less intimidating.

The cultivation of love in childhood lays the foundation for social understanding and emotional
resilience. Studies show that love shapes emotional and cognitive development, fostering healthy
relationships and well-being (Gerhardt & Matthes, 2011; Al-Aufi, 2020). The social brain develops through
early experiences, emphasizing that babies need actual emotional experiences before learning to regulate
feelings (Gerhardt & Matthes, 2011). Similarly, Bekir highlights that affectionate interactions help children
regulate emotions (2020). Teaching children about love shapes their perception of influences around them
in alignment with their values (Halstead, 2005). Understanding love contributes to personal growth, with
empathy being a key outcome (Bekir et al,, 2020). Children raised in affectionate environments better
understand and share emotions, and love also strengthens resilience. In “A guide to promoting resilience
in children strengthening the human spirit” (1995), Grotberg noted that “They [children] need loving
support, self-confidence, and faith in themselves and their world, all of which builds resilience.” However,
though love fosters social cohesion, empathy, and resilience, learning how to love in a backdrop of
challenges in life is not easy.

To assist children in comprehending and undergoing challenging topics regarding social complexity,
along with death and loss as humans’ an inevitable aspect of life, fostering resilience is essential. Numerous
studies discussing the theme of death and loss in children’s literature emphasize that assists children to
form mature attitudes toward life (Crain, 1972; Moss, 1972; Delisle & Woods, 1976; Smit & Smith, 2023). To
learn how to adjust oneself with life that is full of dynamics, having high levels of resilience is vital. With it,
children can handle interpersonal relationships significantly better and adjust to the rules of social life
(Pastwa-Wojciechowska et al., 2021). Highly resilient children with a positive outlook on themselves and the
world often regard difficulties as a way to overcome challenges. Therefore, resilience is an important trait
that needs to be fostered in children, “so they will be equipped to navigate a stressful, complicated world
while relishing its abundant pleasures” (Ginsburg & Jablow, 2011). Once children perceive the significance
of resilience, they acknowledge social differentiation and cope with societal challenges.

In the literary field, existing studies have centered on how anthropomorphism can impart abstract

concepts such as love, death and loss, and the complexity of social environment to young readers. For
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example, while some critics like Gracyn Mcgathy (2021) disagrees that Charlotte’s Web was written for
children because of the existence of the “unfair nature of death” and “the cruelty of its timing,” this study
considers such adversity of life for young readers as necessity. As mentioned above, the topics of dying,
death and loss in children’s literature are evidently prevalent, and it has been advocated by number of
critics since the 1970s. Robert G. Delisle and Abigail S. Woods (1976) note that books concerning death and
how to encounter death are essential for children because they “would be supportive to children” (p. 684).
In line with what Elaine Smit and Bradley P. Smith (2023) indicate in their research on “the role of animal-
theme literature in supporting children with grief and loss” that anthropomorphic novels greatly beneficial
as they are regarded as efficient therapeutic tools to learn how to react to and manage their grief.
Nevertheless, the literature review shows that most of children’s literature adopts modern ideas that this
category of literature is supposed to offer optimistic ending, so only a small number of children’s novels
dealing with dying, death, and loss were found. Consequently, we attest that studying theme of love in
relation to characters’ social and psychological adversities that come in one’s life is crucial.

Unfortunately, the studies on such a topic are rare because the existing studies tend to focus on
either theme of love or the latter ones separately. Reviews on Kate DiCamillo’s The Miraculous Journey of
Edward Tulane have concentrated on either the character’s development or ideas about self-love
(Montgomery, 2010; Barr. 2023). Regarding E.B. White’s Charlotte’s Web, criticism have discussed separately
about theme of friendships, discursive stances pertinent to morality and friendships, and theme of death
and loss (Crain, 1972; Moss, 1972; Delisle & Woods, 1976; Smit & Smith, 2023; Boonpromkul, 2022). For
Katherine Applegate’s Wishtree, critics’ interests have underlined the relationships between human beings
and non-human beings, some of which have been scrutinized with ecocentrism approach. Evidently, the
research on the concepts of love as keys to obtain strategies to deal with social and psychological
adversities which is the same keys to attain the state of being resilient is still underexamined.

The above-mentioned gap cannot be overlooked, as love is not a mere individual emotion
separated from other individuals in society, but love is considered an element of social action and therefore
of social structure (Goode, 1959). Goode explains that decisions and actions can be influenced by love due
to the power of attraction, underlining that there is an integrated connection between love and society
(Goode, 1959). Grasping the concept of love and societal challenges fosters a sense of unity among
individuals and allows them to acknowledge societal problems. Similarly, Onwuatuegwu (2023) states that
love is crucial in shaping societal structures because, having love as its basis, a society values equality,
justice, and inclusivity. Evidently, love transcends personal relationships and affects an interconnected
structure like society. Having a broader notion of love in social contexts can result in a more meaningful
society. Thus, this paper investigates how anthropomorphism in children’s novels help foster love and
resilience in children who encounter societal challenges and life’s harsh realities such as death and loss.
This study would pave the way for future research in which children’s novels are integrated as materials in

classrooms to identify how children’s literature can help foster love and resilience in children.
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Method

Using a close reading method and anthropomorphism as a framework, this research investigates
how anthropomorphic novels assist children to appreciate different kinds of love while introducing complex
issues in society and psychological adversity and fostering children’s understandings about empathy and
resilience. In this study, the three selected children’s books are analyzed thematically, starting with the

novel concentrating on self-love, love developed from a friendship, and love for nature.

Results and Discussion

With the utilization of anthropomorphism, the selected children’s books—The Miraculous Journey
of Edward Tulane, Charlotte’s Web and Wishtree—provide readers with lessons about love from different
angles. This allegorical representation of life lessons wrought children’s emotional barriers when
experiencing harsh situations in the stories. The central messages about love illustrated in the three selected
novels respectively include one’s capacity to love oneself, love for friends, and love for nature, all of which
are conveyed to young readers through anthropomorphized characters. First, in The Miraculous Journey of
Edward Tulane, the novel signifies the importance of one’s ability to love oneself through the journey of
Edward, a rabbit doll. Second, in Charlotte’s Web, love for friends and societal challenges are prominently
illuminated in Charlotte’s character, a spider-saviour, as she saves her friend, Wilbur, from being slaughtered.
Third, love for nature also appears in Wishtree. The novel highlights the interconnectedness of nature and
humanity through the lens of an oak tree by showing how humans join forces to preserve nature. All of the
selected novels suggest that anthropomorphism not only conveys love on a superficial level but also the
intricacy of society concerning the understanding of love. Moreover, they manifest a sense of grief, which
stresses the significance of the anthropomorphized characters in aiding children in creating emotional
barriers when undergoing grievous circumstances. To demonstrate the effect of anthropomorphism on
children and how it is manifested in the selected novels, the following section will delineate an analysis of
each novel, starting from the discussions about love, losses and adversity, and the protagonist’s ability to
bounce back that are presented in each novel respectively. Then the discussion will proceed to the analysis

of the impacts of anthropomorphism on children’s novels.

The Importance of a Healthy Concept of Self-Love in Gaining Resilience

Kate DiCamillo’s The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane (2006), published on February 14, 2006,
is a novel for children. It received numerous awards, including the Boston Globe-Horn Book Award and the
Parents’ Choice Award. The novel unfolds the story of Edward Tulane, a self-absorbed china rabbit doll
lost at sea during a voyage and separated from his owner, Abilene. His journey passes him through many
owners. Because of them, Edward has gradually changed and learned valuable lessons about love and loss.
Through Edward’s story and the use of anthropomorphism, children can learn and understand love,

empathy, and resilience in the face of loss. Furthermore, the novel subtly explores social criticism and
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dynamics, such as the subject of social hierarchy that separates people into groups such as the majority
and the minority.

As an anthropomorphic novel, The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane suggests that true self-
love is not about holding one’s self-importance but one’s capacity to appreciate oneself and others despite
setbacks. With the anthropomorphized characters, this novel not only embodies a perception of self-love
and suggests a strategy for children to cope with loss, but also demonstrates that, with one’s capacity to
love, a person can manage a balance of power within a community where social hierarchies exist. To
present that lesson, Edward Tulane’s journey is employed to illustrate the process in which he learns to
appreciate love for others and others’ love for him and to gain an insight into how one should love oneself
properly at the same time. Through this process, he eventually attains resilience despite his complex
circumstances.

The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane suggests an unhealthy self-love for young readers
through Edward’s process of growing up. The unhealthy love for oneself is introduced at the beginning
when Edward holds himself as an important person to Abilene. He loves himself only in a self-centered
way, perceiving himself as arrogant and even being “amazed at his own fineness” (DiCamillo, p. 15) as he
sees his reflection in a window. He is indifferent to Abilene’s love. This is evident in the scene that the
narrator highlights that when Abilene tells him, “I love you. ... | will always love you” (DiCamillo, p. 41).
Instead of being grateful to her love, Edward remains emotionally detached as he does not value it.
Nevertheless, his false sense of self-worth is challenged once he starts his journey. He passes from one
owner to another—Abilene, Lawrence and Nellie, Bull, and Bryce and Sarah Ruth. Throughout the course
of his journey, he begins to grasp the notion of love seen through multifaceted forms. Lawrence and Nellie
treat him like their child, teaching him that love is nurturing. Bull, a wandering man, treats him as a
companion, showing him that love is about loyalty and friendship. When staying with Bryce and Sarah Ruth,
Edward spiritually grows up. This is evident that he thinks if he could help them, he would “fly high above
the world, to where the air was clear and sweet” (DiCamillo, p. 144). He wishes Sarah Ruth, who lives in a
shack and has respiratory sickness, could breathe. All of his owners teach Edward about unconditional love
and sacrifice, especially when he witnesses Bryce caring for Sarah without being afraid of her sickness or
asking her for anything in return.

However, this novel does not posit merely a simple lesson about love. The main character’s loss
and grief are deployed as an allegorical device for children to learn how to maintain emotional equilibrium
when encountering loss and grief, and that is the lesson about the true meaning of self-love. Sarah Ruth’s
death leaves a profound emotional impact on Edward, making him undergo immense pain and emotionally
closing himself off. After his loss, Edward’s journey leads him to a doll shop, and the story shows that he
is initially “done with being loved and with loving” because “it is too painful” (DiCamillo, p. 195). The loss
caused by death is an inevitable situation children might encounter in reality. As such, the author chooses

to prepare young readers with anthropomorphism in the novel to help alleviate the themes of grief and
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loss and to make them more accessible to young readers. Since Edward is a doll, his suffering is less
immediate and personal, allowing children to process difficult emotions at a safe distance (Smit & Smith,
2023). DiCamillo assigns another character, the “old doll”, to offer Edward supportive advice, and he
ultimately gains a deeper outlook regarding self-love. The old doll consoles Edward and encourages him
by saying that “[Olpen your heart. Someone will come for you. But first you must open your heart”
(DiCamillo, p. 197). Her advice enunciates how love for oneself is closely related to one’s capacity to feel
love from others. It conveys that before Edward can feel love from others, he must appreciate himself and
believe that he is “worthy” to be loved. Through this lesson, Edward realizes the importance of reciprocal
love between oneself and others and appreciates love for himself meaningfully and optimistically.

Although understanding reciprocal love between oneself and others can lead a person to become
more resilient, skills to balance power in society are also crucial for a child because love is not that simple
when it is in contexts. To challenge her readers, DiCamillo intensifies the test for this lesson about love by
having Edward experience discrimination caused by his physical appearance in the doll shop. In the shop,
Edward is an animal doll placed on a shelf alongside other dolls, each fitting the traditional expectations
of what a toy should be—human-like, delicate, and adorned in fine clothing. The dolls view Edward, a
china rabbit, as an outcast and exclude him. One doll says with an air of superiority, “the people who come
in here want dolls, not rabbits. They want baby dolls or elegant dolls such as myself, dolls with pretty
dresses, dolls with eyes that open and close” (DiCamillo, p. 188). This reflects a broader social commentary
on how dominant groups establish norms and exclude those who do not conform. The dolls, representing
the majority, define what is desirable, while Edward, as a minority, is deemed unworthy of acceptance. The
dolls’ attitudes reinforce the notion that those in power dictate belonging, dismissing those who do not fit
their predefined standards. Edward’s quiet defiance—his refusal to seek validation from the dolls—
contrasts with their obsession with being chosen, stressing the arbitrary nature of societal acceptance since
norms are ever-changing and one may or may not conform to the majority’s norms.

In conclusion, the employment of anthropomorphism in The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane
reflects self-love in an insightful aspect, together with real-world social hierarchies such as the majority and
minority dynamics. Throughout his journey, Edward experiences love from many people and develops deep
connections with them. Moreover, his evolution suggests that self-worth should not be dictated by external
acceptance. While the dolls measure their value by whether they are chosen, Edward learns that love and
self-worth come from within, not from the approval of others. This message is powerful for children as it
encourages resilience in the face of exclusion and reinforces the importance of self-acceptance. Edward’s
journey teaches him that true self-love transcends societal divisions and superficial judgments. This
corresponds with Agmarina’ opinion that Edward would not have been a loving and caring rabbit doll if he
had not experienced love from many owners, pointing that before Edward learns to appreciate love, he
needs to absorb love from those around him first (2014). Moreover, Edward’s character development

underscores his resilience skills to bounce back from hardship. Despite challenges and setbacks, Edward
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grows stronger, which is an important message for young children who may encounter their own challenges
and setbacks in life (Barr, 2023). Therefore, it can be concluded that both the lessons on loving oneself and
on the encountering death and loss in The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane are necessary for young
readers as it contribute to deeper comprehension of complex social issues and indirectly prepares them to

find some coping strategies when this finality of life (death) arises in their lives one day.

Friendships as Lifetime Support: A Buffer to Fortify Life Challenges

The important of friendship is apparently presented in E. B. White’s Charlotte’s Web (1952). This
famous novel won numerous awards such as the Newbery Honor and the Laura Ingalls Wilder Award. The
story of Wilbur, a pig, and Charlotte, a spider who assists Wilbur to get away from being butchered by
weaving words into her web. At the end of the novel, even though Charlotte dies, the friendship between
Wilbur and her remains in Wilbur’s memories. In addition to love for friendship, Charlotte’s Web also delves
into complex and dreadful topics such as stereotypes and death through anthropomorphism to illuminate
real-world events and familiarize young readers with these topics. In Charlotte’s Web, anthropomorphic
characters imply that love for friends encompasses gritty devotion and selflessness to help their companion
in times of hardship. Besides inviting readers to contemplate an idea of love for a friend, White also depicts
one’s ability to bounce back when facing the death of a friend. In doing so, children learn to tackle harsh
challenges in real life and accept the cycle of life. Through its anthropomorphized animal characters, this
story demonstrates people’s stereotypical images held by people in reality. It shows how stereotypical
images of people lead to misconceptions of individuals. This lesson results in a microcosm of the societal
issues for young readers to learn that one should not make assumptions based on other people’s
appearance. While readers exploring this idea, they might simultaneously experience the beauty of
friendship between Wilbur and Charlotte that is interwoven with an unbreakable bond between friends,
and they will learn that such kind of friendship can fortify one another to become resilient in the face of
adversity and break the stereotypes regarding sizes.

The subject about a strong friendship is illustrated through Charlotte’s willingness to help Wilbur
despite the risk of her life. It begins when Charlotte is pregnant and she is gradually losing her strength;
however, she still weaves the last word “Humble” (E.B. White, 1980, p. 141) for Wilbur. Her unwavering
dedication to assisting and prioritizing Wilbur over herself signifies her altruism and demonstrates how much
she values friendship by willingly sacrificing herself to assist Wilbur until her death. To further explicate
Charlotte’s selflessness, when Wilbur asks why she has decided to help him—though he has done nothing
for her—she answers, “You have been my friend” (E.B. White, 1952, p. 164). This underscores her altruistic
deed to protect her friend without expecting any form of reciprocity.

Moreover, this novel depicts how love for friendship strengthens mutual bonds and eventually
builds resilience upon an individual in the face of grief to help children acknowledge the cycle of life. Before

Charlotte’s death, she allows Wilbur to save her children by carrying eggs sacs in his mouth (E.B. White,
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1980, p. 167). The novel shows that Charlotte and Wilbur have developed a stronger bond by trusting one
another. After losing a friend, despite Wilbur’s sorrow, he manages to cherish her memory and moves on
by embracing the present—Iliving with Charlotte’s daughters. By holding their mutual bond, Wilbur remains
resilient in the face of loss, significantly stressing how love within friendship contributes to resilience in
terms of emotional strength. As suggested in the novel, Charlotte’s character serves as both a symbolic
meaning and a portrayal of a cycle of life. Charlotte, a spider, is emblematized as a fate weaver, spinning
Wilbur’s threads of life. On account of her webs, Wilbur can live, but Charlotte cannot forge her destiny,
resulting in inevitable death in the end. This illustrates the notion of the life cycle that ultimately all living
things inevitably encounter one absolute event—death.

Apart from a challenging subject like death, White also presents the topic of stereotyping based
on size, providing children a valuable insight that one’s true self cannot be appraised superficially by
appearances. Wilbur’s skepticism of Charlotte's ability on how “a mere spider would be able to save his
life” (E.B. White, 1980, p.115) illustrates the stereotypes that small animals are incompetent at doing things
larger than their sizes. His conceptualization takes root when he experiences the idea from his owner that
being small and weak “will never amount to anything” (p. 1). Wilbur’s experience internalizes the
stereotypes toward small creatures, which leads him to doubt Charlotte's capability. However, Wilbur’s
perception of Charlotte has shifted from reckoning her appearance as “bold and cruel” (E.B. White, 1980,
p. 41) to perceiving her as “brilliant, beautiful and loyal” (E.B. White, 1980, p. 182). His change of attitude
reveals Wilbur’s development, as he has acknowledged that external appearance does not equate one’s
inner self. Wilbur’s love for his companion eventually aids him in dispelling the stereotypes he has toward
tiny animals. Therefore, the utilization of anthropomorphism is beneficial in illustrating the development of
Wilbur, as a character, who learns not to be judgemental about others.

To sum up, the utilization of anthropomorphism in Charlotte’s Web highlights the importance of
how friendships lead a person to be able to destabilize social stereotypes and alleviate a person’s
psychological adversity caused by death. The story demonstrates how love makes Wilbur become more
emotionally resilient when facing a friend’s death, allowing children to accept the inevitable truth of life.
Moreover, love for his friend also leads him to break the internalized stereotype by gradually exploring
Charlotte’s inner self instead of her appearance. Also, friendship between Wilbur and Charlotte
demonstrates that immediate reciprocation is not an only form of how friends repay one another, but when
Charlotte passes away and Wilbur takes care of her children with love illuminates another form of friends’
reciprocation. Such compassionate action of Wilbur for Charlotte is not only a way to repay his beloved
friend, but also a strategy to find a solace for his loss. As such, it can be said that, through the application
of anthropomorphism, the novel not only offers some life lessons for young readers, it but also reflects
societal problems in which individuals are simply judged by their superficial appearances at the same time.
Notably, anthropomorphized characters enable young readers to examine sensitive topics in a less

confrontational way by building emotional distance to decrease negative emotions.
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An Individual’s Love for Others and Nature: A Resource for Community-based Resilience

Katherine Applegate’s Wishtree (2017) won an ABC E.B. White Read-Aloud Award for its captivating
narrative in 2018. The novel features a story of a nuanced story of a 216-year-old oak tree, named “Red.”
Red is the protagonist witnessing generations of several groups of immigrants in his neighborhood, and he
helps bridge understandings among groups of people. As the story unfolds, Red’s kindness toward humanity,
especially Samar, helps Samar to overcome obstacles and remain resilient. Through anthropomorphism,
children can foster their understanding of love and resilience despite difficulties. In terms of societal issues,
religious discrimination is the main conflict that Samar has to cope with in this story. The anthropomorphic
novel suggests that love for nature instils a spiritual anchor and a sense of unity by highlighting the
interdependence between nature and humanity. In addition, Wishtree explicitly conveys discrimination in
society while assisting young readers in embracing individuals’ differences. To illustrate these ideas,
Applegate utilizes Red and other animals to represent nature and show children how to value and accept
diversity, including helping them build resilience when facing adversity through Samar’s ability to overcome
hardship after she experiences religious discrimination.

In Wishtree, the utilization of anthropomorphism sheds light on nature as a spiritual anchor that
connects people together. Correspondingly, Awny (2023) points out that Red, as a tree, attests the value of
nature as it is both a home to various animals and a reason for people to gather. For instance, as the story
unfolds, Red is depicted as “home” (Applegate, 2017, p. 15) for humans and animals, showing that its
existence signifies a source of hope and inner peace. In the story, people leave their wishes on Red, and as
for Samar, she “wished for a friend” (Applegate, 2017, p. 23). This conception is also highlighted through
Red’s perception that “people tell trees all kinds of things. They know we’ll listen” (Applegate, 2017, p. 9).
The way characters confide with Red shows that Red is not regarded as only a natural entity, but he is
accounted their friends, and, in Red’s perception, this happens in a reciprocal relationship. Apart from that,
the novel suggests that nature acts as a spiritual anchor for all living beings, representing a source of hope
and serenity that humanity depends on.

Besides nature being humans’ solace, humans also express appreciation by supporting its existence,
emphasizing the interdependent relationship between nature and humanity. When Red states that “there’s
a lot of give and take in nature” (Applegate, 2017, p. 16), it implies the mutual support between nature
and humans, taking turns in helping each other. Another prominent example is when Francesca, a landlord,
plans to cut down Wishtree. However, Samar and the neighbors later come to Red’s rescue, and eventually,
Francesca allows Red to remain after she read her grandmother’s journal and realizes that Red has been
taking part of her family’s history. This realization of Francesca is also enunciated through an approach of
ecocentricism by Tusa’diyah (2024) that the outcome reflects ecological wisdom values that highlight the
idea of living in harmony with nature instead of harming it. The outcome signifies the notion that humans
and nature share a mutual dependence as seen through how people, who Red provides help and comfort,

are united to help preclude its death. For Samar, Wishtree grants her wish to have a friend, and for the
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neighbors, it builds a community. The tree connects people by holding their wishes together and being a
spiritual anchor for them. Notably, with the existence of nature, humans can find inner peace and comfort,
and with the assistance of humans, nature can sustainably exist.

Furthermore, this novel also reflects societal issues like religious discrimination that Samar, a
Muslim girl, has to undergo. In the narrative, people “threw raw eggs” (Applegate, 2017, p. 39) and yelled,

“Muslims, get out!” (Applegate, 2017, p. 39) at Samar’s house, revealing their hatred toward Muslims. Even
though some neighbors hold prejudices against Muslims, Red and the animals embrace Samar and “accept
her as one of their own” (Applegate, 2017, p. 19). As Samar sits under Wishtree, the animals gradually
perceive her as one of them, and this is indicative of a sense of inclusivity. Moreover, the message that
diversity enhances the beauty of a community is apparent in the way that Applegate designs the human
community as a “garden” and people as “wild, tangled, and colorful” (Applegate, 2017, p. 39). This message
encourages children to value individual differences. The depiction of diversity in supportive perspectives,
along with anthropomorphism, makes abstruse concepts of discrimination more comprehensible for
children. At the same time, it also encourages children not to normalize discrimination by portraying
nature’s kindness to embrace diversity.

By illustrating the conception of love for nature and acceptance of diversity, Wishtree aids children
in fostering resilience when encountering difficulties through the main character’s challenges. As for Samar,
who is segregated because of her religion, she continues to stay kind toward others despite being treated
unfairly. The encounter with this disposition signifies Samar’s ability to remain resilient in the face of
hardship instead of letting negativity consume her. Ultimately, in light of kind-heartedness, along with the
help of Red and other animal friends, Samar has Stephen as her first friend after moving in. Significantly,
Samar’s courage to manage discrimination with calmness underscores the concept of resilience, which
teaches children to handle and thrive in difficult circumstances.

As discussed above, anthropomorphism in Wishtree underscores the significance of comprehending
love for nature to grasp the notion of societal issues such as discrimination. Moreover, Wishtree also portrays
nature as a spiritual anchor that unites people, encouraging children to accept and embrace individual
diversity and instilling a feeling of unity between humans and nature. Through the process of
comprehending these conceptions, children are encouraged to remain resilient in the face of challenges. In
the novel, anthropomorphized nonhuman characters serve as a crucial element in softening the
complexities of society, enabling children to apprehend these concepts at a safe distance (Smit & Smith,
2023).

Allin all, anthropomorphism serves as a powerful narrative tool to convey superficial and symbolic
meanings. With the employment of anthropomorphic characters, the analyses of the three selected novels
effectively disclose a significant message that understanding love is foundational to understanding society
and environment. In addition, the utilization of anthropomorphism also creates emotional distance when

addressing difficult or controversial topics. Consequently, the novels allow children to engage in and
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acquaint themselves with real-life situations such as death, grief, and the intricacies of society in a less
threatening way. By exploring various aspects of love, a sense of loss, and societal complexity, the novels

encourage the development of empathy and resilience in children through anthropomorphism.

Conclusion

This research underlines how novels with anthropomorphism implicitly provides guidance for them
to develop skills for resilience and views that the use of anthropomorphism in the three selected novels
renders them potential materials in classrooms for cultivating comprehensive perspectives of love in
children. Based on the results of the analyses, as an intrinsic element of an individual’s psychological
strength, learning how to love will equip an individual with abilities to adjust himself or herself to changes
that are caused by dynamics of social and psychological adversities when encountering death, loss, or
discrimination. By expressing through both superficial and symbolic messages, the embodiment of different
forms of love in Kate DiCamillo’s The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane, E.B. White’s Charlotte’s Web,
and Katherine Applegate’s Wishtree puts into perspective of how closely interconnected love and society
are. The result suggests that love serves as an essential foundation of wider comprehension pertaining to
intricate concepts of the societal issues and environment. When concentrating on the use of
anthropomorphism in analyzing the texts, we discovered that the three novels intertwine aspects of love
and societal issues and illuminate how one’s love contribute to the cultivation of resilience.

Evidently, in The Miraculous Journey of Edward Tulane, the story presents a comprehensive view
on love and self-love for young readers; the novel manifests how true self-love can help fortify oneself
when undergoing devaluation within social hierarchies. Similarly, Wilbur’s love for his friend Charlotte in
Charlotte’s Web enables him to overcome stereotypes, emphasizing that one should not be unjustly
conjectured by their appearance. At the same time, the novel also suggests that holding remembrance of
a ceased one in our heart and striving to reciprocate and contribute positively to others might be a potential
strategy to cope with one’s psychological adversity caused by the loss of a beloved intimate person. Also,
Wishtree suggests that benefits of love for nature rooted in a person’s insight into the interconnection
among humans, animals, and nature is a way to destabilize humans’ anthropocentric belief. As a result of
that destabilization, the novel encourages readers to appreciate the harmonious living of diverse human
communities and natural beings, and this might lead to gradual elimination of people’s discrimination. Apart
from these points, the use of anthropomorphism in children’s novels also aids in building emotional
distance for children when it comes to intimidating and harsh challenges—such as death—to alleviate their
severity. To conclude, the findings of this research help bridging the gap between research focusing solely
on topics about love, grief, and death and the research emphasizing characters’ social and psychological
adversities in children’s literature. The results highlight the necessity of love cultivation in contexts of social
complexities and the truth of life cycle since exploring love and learning how to deal with or accepting

dynamics in life can encourage children to love themselves and embrace others in society. As a result,
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comprehending these concepts allows children to have empathy and become more resilient when they
encounter adversity. For further investigation related to this topic, it might be beneficial if the results of this
studies are integrated with educational research by using the novels in classroom activities and applying
Jean Piaget’s theory of cognitive development to examine how children’s literature can be a tool to

develop resilience in children.
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Asymmetric Access to Common-Pool Resource:
An Economics Laboratory Experiment
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Abstract
This study investigates how asymmetric access to common-pool resources (CPRs) affects user
cooperation, and compares the effectiveness of different governance mechanisms—endogenous rules,

exogenous rules, and communication—in promoting compliance. A lab experiment was conducted using
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the “File Download Game,” which simulates an irrigation system where users have unequal access based
on their position (upstream, midstream, downstream). A total of 81 undergraduate students participated.
The results reveal that players positioned last in the access sequence used significantly fewer
resources—3.022 fewer files on average—compared to those positioned first, with statistical significance at
the 0.01 level, reflecting the issue of asymmetric access to common resources. Furthermore, players
governed by endogenous rules, where they participated in rule-making, showed significantly higher
compliance than those under exogenous rules (p < 0.01). The presence of communication within groups
also significantly increased rule compliance (p < 0.1) compared to groups without communication. These
findings highlight that communication serves not only as a channel for information exchange but also as a
critical mechanism for building trust, mutual agreement, and motivation to comply with rules. Additionally,
the results emphasize the important roles of participatory rule-making and the effects of inequality in
resource access on cooperative behavior, providing valuable insights for designing policies and mechanisms

for sustainable common-pool resource management.

Abstract

King Thibaw and Queen Supayalat, the last king and queen of Burma, have often been portrayed
negatively by contemporary Western accounts as tyrannical rulers and held responsible for the fall of the
Burmese Kingdom in 1885. However, while assessing available documents regarding the late Konbaung
period, one should note that they are mainly from contemporary records narrated or written by
Westerners living in Upper Burma at that time. Since the withdrawal of the British Residency from Upper
Burma in 1879, the British had not had any diplomatic relationship with the Burmese. This event created a

political vacuum that opened the way for the “Men on the Spot” or Westerners living in or travelling to

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Upper Burma at that time, to become a critical source of information about the Burmese court during the
reign of King Thibaw, particularly when there was little local evidence since most of it had been destroyed.
This article shows that limitations of evidence played a crucial role in creating the negative stereotype of
Burmese monarchs, especially King Thibaw and Queen Supayalat. It will focus on the political context
between the British and the Burmese before Britain’s annexation of Upper Burma in 1885 that opened the
way for men on the spot, such as merchants, explorers, and consuls, who acted as the main source of
information about the Burmese. They made use of the situation when Britain did not have any official
representatives in the Burmese Kingdom to “fabricate” stories about the tyrannical Burmese to impel and
justify British intervention in Upper Burma. Information from the men on the spot had not only influenced
contemporary perspectives about the Burmese but also shaped the understanding of the Burmese
monarchy, particularly King Thibaw and Queen Supayalat, for subsequent generations. Furthermore, by
studying the process of stereotyping the Burmese monarch it highlights the importance of analysing

evidence relating to the Burmese in pre-colonial period which heavily relied on the Western accounts.

The findings indicate that the publishing evaluation of Chinese historical novels in Thai translation
reflected different aspects of Thai society during two key periods: the 1870s-1910s and the 1920s-1940s.
The first period marked the beginning of such translations, starting with the publication of Romance of the
Three Kingdoms in 1865 (B.E. 2408) as a hardcover book by the American Mission Press led by Dr. Dan
Beach Bradley. This initial publication contributed to the wider dissemination of Chinese historical novels
in Thai translation, leading to further translated works. This phenomenon reflects the intellectual
transformation occurring during Thailand’s nation-modernizing era, where the spread of modern printing
technologies helped promote new ways of thinking—although this influence was still largely limited to
the elite class at the time. In the second period, Chinese historical novels in Thai translation expanded
into serialized newspaper formats, beginning with Siam Rat in 1921 (B.E. 2464). This development
significantly broadened readership, reflecting the popularity of Chinese literature among both native Thais
and descendants of Chinese immigrants who were literate in Thai. The increased accessibility of literature
was closely linked to the expansion of print media, educational reforms under King Rama V, the
implementation of compulsory education during King Rama VI, and the growing presence of Chinese
communities in Siam. However, by the 1930s, the popularity of Chinese historical fiction began to decline
due to the repetitive nature of storylines and the rising interest in Western realist literature. As a result,
the serialization of Chinese historical novels in Thai translation in newspapers came to an end by 1941

This quantitative research employed descriptive statistics and multiple regression
analysis for data analysis.

Key findings indicate that Thai tourists exhibit a relatively high frequency of concert attendance,
with 29.5% attending 2-3 times per year and 22.5% attending more than 3 times annually. The majority
spent between 1,001-3,000 baht on tickets and typically purchased merchandise ranging from 1,000-2,000
baht. The research also found that fandom levels, particularly "social entertainment” and "intense -
attached" fandom, were positively correlated with the experiences received, especially in terms of
exchange and engagement with fan activities.

The results highlight the significant role of T-POP artists in promoting cultural tourism and
underscore the importance of designing experiences that effectively cater to the participants' needs and
